THE MYSTERY OF STONEHENGE

Stonehenge is a very old monument in the South of
England. The circle of enormous stones is more than
5,000 years old but nobody knows exactly what it is.
Every year thousands of tourists visit Stonehenge.

When. Archaeologists say that around BCE 8500
there was probably some activity in this place a long
time before the stones arrived.
